The famous Urquhart Castle is just two miles away has a visitors’
centre plus magnificent views of Loch Ness. By car, the Isle of Skye
is two hours away with magnificent views to be enjoyed along the
way. Fort William (for Ben Nevis) one hour. The seaside town of Nairn with sandy beaches is just 45
minutes away. Glen Affric, one of Scotland’s most scenic glens, is only about a 30 minute drive. These are
just a few of the many places of interest that are quite close by and easily accessible.
